She joined Goldman Sachs in 1990 having specialized in quantitative strategy and economics at other major financial firms. Abby began her career as an economist at the Federal Reserve Board in Washington, D.C.

Abby’s extracurricular activities focus on education. She serves as a presidential councilor at Cornell University and on the boards of the Weill Medical College of Cornell and the Jewish Theological Seminary. She previously served as chair of the board of the Association for Investment Management and Research (AIMR), now known as the Chartered Financial Analyst Institute, from which she received the Distinguished Service Award. She serves on the investment committees of the Museum of Modern Art and Cornell University. Abby is on the board of the Council for Excellence in Government and is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations.
